Academic Research Demos

Academic research demonstrations include formal research
demos, posters, and informal research demos.

Formal Research Demos

mercial implementations of novel software engineering concepts
and tools. Conference participants can view research systems in
action and discuss further details with the people who created
them.

Presentation

30 minute presentation with projection technology and display of
a poster or demo system in the exhibit hall. An accepted formal
demonstration will have a two-page description in the ICSE 2001
conference proceedings.

Posters and Informal Research Demos

Posters and informal research demonstrations provide the oppor-
tunity to exhibit late-breaking research results. Informal demon-
strations can be used for work that may be more effectively
presented to a small audience.
